These funds are being used to asphalt the front cal
of the school, paint many of the College classrooms, fully refurbish and upgrade one of the College Home
kitchens to industrial standards and to upgrade the grounds area at the rear of the Year 7 and 8 Learning Centré
The College has been approved, as part of the Hallam consortium, for the development of a $10.5M Trade
Centre that will be built on the Hallam Campus and will provide access for our senior students to state of the ag
for the development of their education across all trade araasajor bonus for the College.
Finally, two other projects that are in the very early stages of their development, have the support of both Fe
state politicians and would make a major contribution to the capacity of our College to meet the needs of ou
community and the wider community we serve. There is a live submission to the Commonwealth Governme
development of 500 seat theatre to be located at the front of the College on the block bordered by Campbell
Fordholm Road. This facility would provide a significant boost to the capacity of the Hampton Park Comm
develop the musical and dramatic capacities of all students in the wider community.

And last, is the proposed Federally funded Language Centre to be located, if approved, on the north west s
College adjacent to the Science block. This open plan learning area would provide a well designed, speci
facility catering to the needs of language development and English as a Second Language for our students.
This truly is an exciting time at the College and one that will see major improvements to our facilities and therg
ability to meet the needs of our students.
